Honestly, it just feels wrong - even if I know that hashem is telling me that this girl
isn't for me (and by the way, although I have strong opinions, I've only said "no" based on looks
once, out of...yeesh, a LOT of dates). 3) You need to decide whether you're not attracted, or if
she's not the "type" you've always imagined. Lots of guys never realize this distinction.

And also, we need to face facts - although it's far from being being the most important thing, it's
still absolutely essential that a guy IS attracted to his wife - and yet, some guys aren't sure that
that's "right."
